Aging: The Grenache and Mourvedre were aged for 12 months in neutral oak.
The Syrah was aged for 15 months in French, American, Eastern European, and
neutral oak.

Description: This GSM blend has alluring aromas of cinnamon, chocolate and
spice, delivering a medium-bodied wine full of bright cherry, rounded tannins
and a hint of vanilla.
